WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated

authority under Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida

Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal

WHEREAS, it shall be the mission of the Oneida Nation of

Wisconsin to protect and improve the resources, the
standards of living, and the environment in which the
Oneida People live while maintaining, enforcing, and

exercising the sovereign rights of the Oneida Nation;

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin is interested
in planning or developing urban forestry management
activities as described in the Wisconsin Urban Forestry
