RESOLVED, that the Directors of the Indian Action Teams in
the states of Michigan, Wisconsin and Minnesota
urge the Congressional Delegations from the three
states to give necessary support and assistance in a
asking the General Services Administration to reconsider
and re-establish its priority policy in order to
more meaningfully meet the needs of the Native Americans.
