THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Business Committee appoints the
Indian Child Welfare Program of Chicago to serve as an advocate for
the Oneida Tribe, until such time that the Tribe is able to
intervene.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: The the Indian Child Welfare Program of
Chicago report back to the Oneida Child Protective Board within )
forty-eight (48) hours of any action taken on behalf of the Oneida
Tribe.
