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Because of the help of
this Oneida Chief in
cementing a friendship
between the six nations
and the colony of
Pennsylvania. a new
nation, the United States
was made possible.

Oneidas bringing several
hundred bags of corn to
Washington's starving army
at Valley Forge, after the
colonists had consisteriily
refused to aid them.

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of
Article IV, Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida
General Tribal Council, and

WHEREAS I the Oneida Tribe has acquired in fee status the following parceL
described as:OLC,2640 WEST POINT ROAD, GREEN BAY, WI.
