B£ it resolved that the City of Madison requests
that individuals and organizations in this City
refrain from using names, dress, customs or rituals
in imitation of other cultures, such as American
Indian, Afro-American, Mexican-American and other
ethnic groups, in a manner which is experienced
as offensive by members of those ethnic groups.
