1.1 Purpose, Authority and Effective Date 
1.1-1. Purpose. The purpose of this rule is to establish a fee schedule for marriage licenses under 
the Marriage Law.   
1.1-2. Authority. The Marriage Law delegates rulemaking authority to the Department pursuant 
to the Administrative Rulemaking law. 
1.1-3. Effective Date. This rule shall become effective on August 18, 2016.  
 
1.2. Adoption 
1.2-1. This rule was adopted by the Department in accordance with the procedures of the 
Administrative Rulemaking law. 
1.2-2. This rule may be amended or repealed by the Department and/or the Oneida Business 
Committee pursuant to the procedures set out in the Administrative Rulemaking law. 
1.2-3. Should a provision of this rule or the application thereof to any person or circumstances be 
held as invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions of this rule which are considered 
to have legal force without the invalid portions. 
1.2-4. In the event of a conflict between a provision of this rule and a provision of another rule, 
internal policy, procedure, or other regulation; the provisions of this rule shall control. 
1.2-5. This rule supersedes all prior rules, regulations, internal policies or other requirements 
relating to Marriage licensing fees. 
 
1.3. Definitions 
1.3-1. This section shall govern the definitions of words and phrases used within this rule. All 
words not defined herein shall be used in their ordinary and everyday sense. 

(a) “Department” means the Oneida Licensing Department.  
 
1.4. Fees 
1.4-1. The following list identifies the various fees that are, or may be, applicable to acquiring a 
marriage license: 

(a) Filing fee. A standard filing fee for a marriage license. This fee amount shall be one 
hundred dollars ($100). 
(b) Waiver fee. A fee for the waiver of the initial waiting period. This fee amount shall be 
twenty-five dollars ($25). 
(c) Correction fee. A fee for correcting a marriage license application after it has been 
submitted to the Department. This fee amount shall be ten dollars ($10). 

1.4-2. All fees shall be paid to the Department.
