WHEREAS, the requirements of the Pardon and Forgiveness Law have been fulfilled; and 
 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida Business Committee by this resolution hereby; 
 
  Approves the pardon of Lee Skenandore, for the crime(s) of 1) Operating while intoxicated, 2) Take 

and drive vehicle without consent and notifies the Oneida Nation and its agencies that he is 
recognized as a member of the Oneida Nation to have all the benefits and opportunities available to 
all other persons as if the criminal offense(s) pardoned by the resolution did not exist.  The pardon 
has been approved based on the following: 

 
1. All fines paid in full 
2. Completed counseling/rehab 
3. Fulfilled obligations
