WHEREAS, the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governmental body of the Oneida Tribe
of Indians of Wisconsin, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV,
Section 1 of the Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council,
and

WHEREAS, the goal of the Oneida Tribe is to protect, maintain, and promote self-sufficiency
and self reliance by providing food and economic development for Oneida Tribal
members, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin with community input in the project
planning process, will provide this through the Oneida Community Integrated
Food Systems (OCIFS) through a partnership with the Department of Health and
Human Services/Administration for Native Americans/Social and Economic
Development Strategies, and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe believes that the Oneida Family will be strengthened by
promoting the values of our Oneida Identity by providing a provisional support
system that fits our traditional, cultural and economic needs for food and
community input was gathered for this application and will continue to be
gathered throughout the grant period, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: That the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin-
Oneida Community Integrated Food Systems authorizes and submits this grant application to the
Department of Health and Human Services/Administration for Native Americans/Social and
Economic Development Strategies to further the efforts oftself-sufficiency and self-reliance by
providing healthy, traditional and environmentally sustainable food for all community members.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:

The Oneida Tribe will commit above the mandatory 20% In-Kind Match of total project costs in
the dollar amount of $313,958.00 for the overall project. The Oneida Tribe has designated the
Oneida Business Committee Officers as the authorized signature on documents as well as to
negotiate on behalf of the Oneida Tribe for this grant application.
