WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe of Indians of Wisconsin, hereinafter, the Oneida Nation, is a federally recognized
Indian government and a Treaty Tribe recognized by the laws of the United States; and

WHEREAS,

the Oneida General Tribal Council is the governmental body of the Oneida Nation; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article N, Section I of the
Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tn"bal Council; and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Business Committee has been delegated the authority of Article IV, Section 1 of the
Oneida Tribal Constitution by the Oneida General Tribal Council to protect and preserve the
sovereignty, rights and resources of the Oneida Tnoe; and .

WHEREAS,

the Tribe has a responsibility to provide a safe working environment for its employees; and

WHEREAS, the Tribe should ensure, to the extent reasonably possible, the safety of its employees traveling onTribal 
business; and

WHEREAS, the room sharing reqlurement in Article VII. of the Oneida Travel and Expense Policy subjects
employees to unnecessary risk and the exposes the Tribe to liability; and

WHEREAS , a public hearing was held on removing the room sharing provision on April 25, 2002.

NOW THEREFOR BE IT RESOLVED, that Article VII., Sec.7-4. of the Oneida Travel and Expense Policy, which
mandates room sharing, shall hereby be removed and the Article renumbered accordingly; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this action is effective immediately.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, tllat the Legislative Operating Committee is hereby directed
to forward this resolution to the appropriate personnel for follow-up and implementation.
