WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe has also determined that the health, safety, education
and well-being of Oneida dlildren and their families to be a top priority,
and

WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe continues to support the holistic culturally appropriate
concept of the Oneida Head Start and Oneida Child Care Programs as it
strives to meet the needs of our children and families through nutritional
food, health services, social services and the education of both children
and families, and

authorizes and submits a grant application to the State of Wisconsin/Department of
Public Instruction to fund nutritional food needs.
